Additional information on publisher of this map: 
 
I noted that there were no other identifying names on the map, other than Mazza as the engraver and a dedicatory cartouche 
for Francesco Moresini.   In fact, the dedicatory cartouche is signed by Donato Rasciotti (at the bottom of the ten line 
dedication, there is the etched faint signature of òDonato Rasicoiij.ó.).  Donato Rasciotti or Rasicotti was an editor and 
publisher from Brescia.

- Highly decorative cartouche at the bottom left that appears to be very similar to the cartouche in Jodocus Hondius Jr.õs 1623  
   map of Africa. Above the cartouche is a clock with the face of a deathõs head. 
- There are two Dutch ships, one sea monster, and six flying fish in the Atlantic Ocean and one Dutch 
   ship and one sea monster in the Indian Ocean. 
- As described further below: six town views above and six below the map, and five pairs of Africans on each side border.       
  Various animals are within Africa. 
 
Example:  Sothebyõs, London.  
 
       Description  
This is the only known example of this map.  In general appearance, it is a close copy of the Jodocus Hondius Jr. map of 
Africa of 1623 in its second or third states as issued by Johannes Janssonius (See Betz, Map #60).   
 
The town views at the top and bottom borders are also almost identical to those on the Hondiusõ map, with some exceptions 
as noted:  The town views across the top from left to right are of major African towns: Alexandria (replacing Alcair (Cairo),  
An unidentified town possibly Mozambique Island in reverse to the Hondius map, Alger (Algiers), Tunis, Tanger (Tangiers), and 
Çeuta.  The town views across the bottom from left to right are: Alcair (inserted from the top of the Hondius map), S.Georgius 
Mina (The Mine at St. George in Guinea), Canaria (in the Canary islands), Quiloa, Tzaffin and Cefala (Sofala).  
 
The left and right borders show various costumed African figures. These are in the same order as on the Hondius map, but 
the images are reversed.  This reversal of the images is an obvious indication that the maker of this map clearly copied the 
Hondius map.   
 
 Publication Information 
The map was probably issued only as a separate map.  This map was produced during the height of Dutch domination of 
cartographic models, particularly those based on the Blaeu 1608 wallmap and 1617 folio maps.  As a result, Dutch maps were 
copied extensively in France and in Italy.  Although there is no indication that this map was produced in Italy or by Scolari, it 
is noted by Sothebyõs that five of the maps in the similar group have watermarks showing an anchor in a circle, surmounted by 
a six-pointed star (Heawood 8?) which indicates the paper to be Italian and of the period.  Sothebyõs also notes that òit is 
possible that these maps were engraved in Venice (the plan of Venice being one of the few vignette insets correctly 
orientated), perhaps by the little known publisher Stefano Scolari, who is known to have published other maps from Dutch 
originals, but as the maps are without any engraved attribution, this must be speculative.ó (from Sothebyõs auction catalogue of  
Nov. 13, 2008).  It is further known that Stefano Scolar (1598-1650) copied the Blaeu 1608 wallmap of Africa in 1646 or 
shortly before this date (See Betz, Map #76).  He is also known to have copied other Dutch maps, while he worked in Venice 
as a publisher of prints and maps.  Few examples of his maps remain.
